This is our Eid, O people of Islam — May Allah accept from us

All praise is for Allah; may peace and blessings be upon the Messenger of Allah, his family,
companions and those who support him. Thereafter,

Eid Al-Fitr is approaching — may Allah make it an occasion of happiness, good and blessings.
May Allah make it a cause of honour, unity and authority of the religion of Allaah.

On this blessed occasion, | would like to remind my Muslim brothers and sisters of some
manners and Prophetic recommendation of Eid, as well as clarifying some innovations and sins
that occur on ‘Eid. | have also mentioned the importance of Zakat al-Fitr which is given before
the ‘Eid Prayer.

Zakat al-Fitr before Eid Prayer
| seek guidance and help from Allah and say:

O my Muslim brother and sister, | advise you to be diligent in giving Zakat al-Fitr before the Eid
prayer, which Allaah has made a method of purifying the deficiencies in your fasting such as idle
speech and bad actions.

Be diligent in giving Zakat al-Fitr in the form of the staple food of your country. This is in keeping
to the guidelines of the Prophet (sal Allaahu alayhi wa sallam); he obligated Zakat al-Fitr to be
given as a Saa’ (approximately 3 kgs) of dates or barley. It is an obligation upon every Muslim —
male or female, old or young, free or slave. He ordered for it to be donated before people go out
to the Eid Prayer.

Abu Sa’eed al-Khudree narrates,

We used to give Zakaat al-Fitr in the form of a Saa’ (approximately 3kgs) of food, barley, dates,
dried yogurt or raisins.



The Eid of the Muslims'

Eid al-Fitr is our Eid, O people of Islam. The Messenger of Allah (sal Allaahu alayhi wa sallam)
saw two young slave-girls singing near him, and he said:

Allow them to do this; indeed every people have an ‘Eid and this is our ‘Eid.

It has also been narrated that the Prophet (sal Allaahu alayhi wa sallam) said,
The Day of ‘Arafah and the days of Tashreeq are our Eid O people of Islaam.

The Rulings of ‘Eid al-Fitr and its manners

1. Saying Takbeer on the day of ‘Eid: This begins as soon as ‘Eid is established and ends with
the ending of the ‘Eid Prayer.

Allah (the Most High) said,

{So that you may complete the period and glorify Allah for that which He has guided you;
and perhaps you will be grateful} [02:185]

The authentic way of saying Takbeer according to the companions (may Allaah be pleased with
them) is:

1S ST ST ST
Allaahu Akbar, Allaahu Akbar, Allaahu Akbar Kabeerah
Alternatively a person can say:
deall Ay STOoA e A YAl Y e STy ST
Allaahu Akbar, Allaahu Akbar, Laa llaaha illa Allaah, Allaahu Akbar wa lillaahil hamd

Apart from these two examples, and the various additions we hear in many Masaajid then |
have not come across any narration for them.

2. Performing Ghusl for the Eid Prayer, wearing the best clothes and perfume.

3. Eating some dates or anything else before leaving the house and going to the Prayer area for
the Eid Prayer.

4. Saying the Takbeer out aloud on the way to the Eid Prayer
5. Going to the Prayer area using a particular route, and returning home using another route.

6. Praying the Eid Prayer in a Musallah (an open outdoor area) is the Sunnah of the Messenger
of Allah (sal Allahu alayhi wa sallam) so be diligent upon this and call others to do so. If however
you pray in the Masjid for a particular reason then it is permitted.

7. Bringing women, children and infants to them ‘Eid Prayer, even the menstruating women,
adolescent girls and virgins.

It has been narrated in Saheeh Muslim that Umm Atiyyah (may Allaah be pleased with her)
said,

The Messenger of Allaah (sal Allaahu alayhi wa sallam) ordered us to exit (i.e. to the Musallah
for Eid Prayer) for both al-Fitr and al-Adhaa. [He ordered] the young adolescent girls,
menstruating women as well as the virgins. As for the menstruating woman, [they were ordered]
to stay away from the actual Prayer.



8. Praying the Eid prayer as two Rak’ah. In the first Rak’ah a person says seven additional
Takbeer after the first Takbeer to initiate the Prayer. In the second Rak’ah, he says five
Takbeer. This is before the recitation of the Faatiha.

The Imaam should recite Soorah al-A’laa in the first Rak’ah and Soorah al-Ghaashia in the
second Rak’ah.

Nu’maan Ibn Basheer narrates,

The Prophet (sal Allaahu alayhi wa sallam) would recite in the two Eid Prayers and on Jumu’ah:
‘sabbih isma rabbika al-a’la’ (i.e. Soorah al A’laa) and ‘hal ataaka hadeeth ul-ghaashia (i.e.
Soorah al-Ghaashia).

9. To listen to the Khutbah which is after the Eid Prayer, this is a Sunnah (a recommended
action), however here is no blame upon a person who does not listen to the Khutbah and walks
away.

10. Congratulating with the greetings of ‘Eid is authentically narrated from the companions (may
Allaah be pleased with them) however it is not authentically narrated about the Prophet (sal
Allaahu alayhi wa sallam) in a Saheeh Hadeeth.

It has been narrated regarding the companions, upon the authority of Jubayr ibn Nufayr who
said,

When the companions of the Prophet (sal Allaahu alayhi wa sallam) used to meet on the day of
‘Eid some of them would say to the others, “May it be accepted from us and them”

Al-Hafidh Ibn Hajar commented: Its chain of narration is Hassan (good).
Innovations on ‘Eid.

My brother Muslim, be diligent in avoiding innovations and sins in every situation. ‘Every
innovation is a Bid’ah, every Bid’ah is misguidance and every misguidance is in the Fire.’

1. Making congregational Takbeer on ‘Eid in the Masjid or Musallah (Prayer Area).

This is often done by the people being divided into two groups, one group says the Takbeer and
then the other group follows them. This is an action which is innovated. The correct way is for
each individual to say the Takbeer, if they coincide with each other in congregation then there is
no problem. As for the above method of one group saying it whilst the other remains silent and
then they say it — then this is an innovation.

2. Visiting graveyards on the day of ‘Eid and offering sweets, flowers and wreaths at the
graveyard. Such matters are innovated actions which the Prophet (sal Allahu alayhi wa sallam)
did not do.

As for visiting graveyards, then it is recommended to do so without specifying any time or day.
The Prophet (sal Allaahu alayhi wa sallam) said,

Visit graves, it will remind you of the Hereafter

3. Exchanging celebration cards or greeting cards — this is from the ways of the Christians and
their culture. | heard our Shaykh Al-Allaamah Albaani (May Allah shower him with mercy)
warning against this.



O my Muslim brother, be diligent in staying away from the ways of those whom Allaah is angry
over and those who are misguided. Rather you should be upon the ways of the righteous people
who traverse the straight path.

Some of the sins that people fall into in ‘Eid

1. Men beautifying themselves by shaving their beards. The obligation upon men is to allow the
beards to grow, and this does not differ due to any occasion. It is upon a Muslim that he shows
gratitude to his Lord on this blessed day. He fulfils his happiness by obedience to Allaah, not in
sinning and disobedience.

2. Men and women who are not related to each other shaking hands. This is from the
impermissible actions and the major sins. The Prophet (sal Allaahu alayhi wa sallam) said,

For one of you to be stabbed in the head with an iron needle is better for him than that he should
touch a woman who is not permissible for him.

3. Being extravagant in wasting large amounts of money on entertainment and fireworks without
any benefit. It is more appropriate to spend this money on the poor, widows, orphans and the
needy; they are so many in number and severe in their need.

Additionally, wasting money on fireworks and crackers can also lead to danger such as people
being injured, harmed or startled — especially the young, old and those asleep.

4. The spread of gambling in some countries on the day of Eid, and this is more prevalent
among the youth. This is one of the major sins; it is upon the parents to monitor their children on
the day of Eid, and warn them of such actions.

May Allaah accept from me and you, and keep you upon goodness this and every year
