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Introduction

The present book embodies an earnest effort by its learned editor,

Mr. Zahid Malik, to present a comprehensive and an exhaustive survey of

several themes with which the Qur'an deals. It is designed to help the writer

and thinker on the character and content and meaning of the Holy Book to

get at the specific passage or the verse in order that he can see it in the

context of similar passages or verses spread out in the text of the Qur'an.

The aim of the exercise is to view it in its totality and when seen thus, the

resulting impression would tend to show that the Qur'an is free from any

internal contradictions. Further such a way of looking at the various Ayats

of the Qur'an would deepen the reader's understanding to an extent that

what appeared to be controversial verses at first sight form a body ot

coherent, self-consistent and complete exposition of the subject-matter

with which they deal. The superficial view that is often taken is that the

arrangement of the various verses of the Qur'an is unscientific, in that

diverse themes are dealt with in disconnected, disjointed and desultory

manner. This view, in the light of modem research, is giving way to the

perception that there is a serious purpose which lies at the back of the

specific Quranic mode of presenting the revealed truth in a verbal form.

The arrangement of verses to begin with invites and inevitably compels the

reader to look at the Qur'an steadily and regard it as a whole.

Despite the fact that the Qur'an as a whole is a magnificent

articulation of the revealed word ofGod, it becomes necessary to compile

publications like the present one to supplement the conventional tafsirs

(commentaries) of the Qur'an, to indicate the exact placement of Its verses

by giving copious references to the chapter and verse of the various

statements contained in the Qur'an concerning a particular theme just to

facilitate the task of readily having access to all it has to say on a particular

subject. A great deal of effort is required to ordinarily locate a particular

verse in the Qur'an. The present book makes it possible for a research

student to get at all the relevant verses of the Qur'an connected with a

particular topic, and wherever possible to support them by cross reference

to the literature on Hadith so that no important utterance either in the Qur'an

or of the Prophet excapes notice. Sometimes, somehow, I have my self

found it difficult in my own encounter with the Holy Writ to get at the

particular passage or verse 1 have in mind but which I vaguely seem to have

read before, and this involves expenditure ofa great deal oftime before I am
able to discover precisely what I am keen to know. Meditation upon a

particular theme of the Qur'an gets interrupted unless you have available

some aid outside its text to enable you readily to have access to all the

relevant textual material. The modern scholar is much pressed for time, il
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only because things are progressively happening at ever-increasing pace.

As we know, the computer has already arrived on the scene and I have no

doubt someone by now has analysed the Quranic themes and programmed

the computer to respond to any specific question that may be addressed to it

for getting copious references to the various possible answers concerning

certain aspects to the Quranic topics. But be the facilities thai

Computerization of the Qur'an may yield, I personally think that books like

Mazamin-c-Quran-e-Hakim published by the present editor will continue

to be indispensable for the scholars and thinkers interested in understanding

the grandeur- authority and sanctity ofour sacred literature.

Mr. Zahid Malik has done well to identify the important themes and with

painstaking care has brought them in sharp focus so that diverse, relevant

and pertinent Ayats of the Qur'an and cross references to the literature of the

Hadith can be spotted in the shortest possible time. Judged by any standard,

the quality of work that has been put into the compiling of the present

reference book is superb. It is free from any lacuna or inaccuracy. Its

presentation in English language will. I have no doubt, capture the attention

of the worldwide scholarship and help it to probe into the variegated facets

ofthe text ofthe Qur'an in order to be able to understand what it has to say on

any conceivable question.

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What inspired me to compile

SUBJECTS OF QUR'AN

As a Muslim when I recited the Holy Qur'an every morning

after Fa j r prayers, I used to be amazed at the marvelous eloquence,

vivid articulation and stirring expression of its message for humanity. I

used to feel a sort ofemotional upheaval deep in my heart as I pondered

over the meaning and connotation of the Holy verses. It seemed as if

something was descending deep into my heart and soul as well. The

recitation of the last revealed Book of Allah, used to shook me up

mentally and physically even, sometimes, tears rolled down my
bewildered eyes. Allah. Allah what a fascinating and inspiring book!

Its captivating mode of expression and majestic mannerism of address

jolts me and all those human beings who read the Qur'an with focused

attention.

Amidst this introspection and cerebration in the changed state

of heart and mind, I don't know how and why did I feel a compelling

desire in me to contribute a little bit and to do some service in the

dissemination ofAlmighty Allah's great book of revelation. My many

shortcomings as well as paucity of resources, however, would dampen

my enthusiasm. I used to feel sad. 1 also often contemplated if there

was really any aspect of the Holy Book that still needed to be focused

and ifthere was really a room for its projection in a new and unique way

even if resources became available and I overpowered my
shortcomings? And suddenly an idea emerged that as the number of

readers and faithful continues to rise since Umul Momineen Hazrat

Khadijatul Kubra heard and recited the Holy Qur'an. work on the

Iranslations, interpretations and commentaries on its every aspect and

in every language will continue till D-Day. After the state of suspense

and commotion for sometime, the bright idea gradually took a concrete

shape and I determined myself to come out with a comprehensive

publication on the teachings of Holy Qur'an! I thought it was need of

the hour.

My decision to work for a sort of exquisite compilation and

publication ofall the teachings of Holy Qur'an stemmed from my habit

(practice) of noting down verses and their translation on a particular

subject regularly after the recitation every morning. 1 was pleasantly

surprised to find one day as 1 glanced over my note book that it

contained a lot of material pertaining to Islamic code of life that the

Holy Qur'an has dilated upon. My note book had. in fact, turned into a

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comprehensive document that covered variegated subjects like secret

of the universe's emergence on the one hand and deliberated on the

concepts of Hell and Heaven on the other, besides discussing issues of

morality, justice, ethics, politics, economy, governance and

international affairs, in addition to the causes of the nations' rise and

fall. It also highlighted human issues such as halal and haram. manners

of eating and talking, husband-wife relations, parents' rights and

principles of inheritance with clarity and precision. It then struck me
that I should compile the Quranic teachings subject-wise in order to

facilitate the Muslims and other seekers of guidance to comprehend the

meaning and message of the Holy Book. My disjointed effort thus

turned into a major project that was completed, of course, in

consultation with some religious scholars over a period of about three

years.

The Holy Qur'an is the book for all times. It's brief in text, yet

comprehensive in meaning and interpretation. It's concise yet lucid and

distinct on account of its topics and subjects as well as its chronology,

compilation and expression. It responds to all questions and issues

pertaining to human life. It's not a mere collection of prayers, but is an

aggregation of futuristic ideas and concepts as well. And it is amply

evident from the revolutionary change that Islam brought in the

Arabian lands under the command ofAlmighty Allah and leadership of

Prophet Muhammad (PBUH). The society that Islam established in

Madinah was based on the principles of equality, justice, forbearance,

forgiveness and compassion that quickly overtook the whole Arab

world. And soon the Quranic message began to spread in far away lands

including Indian subcontinent. Far East, Asia and Europe. The light of

Islamic civilization soon began to banish ignorance, immorality and

injustice in these areas.

It's our faith and belief as Muslims that Islam is complete code

of life. Yet it's ironic that some fail to seek guidance from the real spirit

ofthe Holy Qur'an that constitutes Islam. It's apparently so because it is

not a book like other books, for instance books of history, mathematics

or science, etc, which are usually divided into chapters, sub-chapters,

headings and sub-headings for the convenience of the students to find

the desired topic after going through the list of contents. Therefore,

there was a need of a cogent and innovative approach to facilitate the

common Muslims and others to find response to their quest for

knowledge and answer to their issues from the Holy Book.

The Holy Qur'an was revealed in bits and periodicity during a

span of 23 years unlike Torah that was revealed in its complete form.

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The Quranic 'Ayats' were revealed to the Holy Prophet (PBUH) as and

when a particular situation arose wherein Almighty Allah's guidance

was needed. It's precisely for this reason that Ayats on a particular

subject arc found scattered all over the Holy Qur'an as ordained by

Allah, the Omniscient. Omnipotent and Omnipresent from time to time.

For example. Ayats about slander and accusation arc found in Sura al-

Nisa (4, Verse 1 1 1 and 1 1 2), Sura al-Noor (24, Verse 4), Sura Al-Ahzab

(33, Verse 58). Sura al-Mumtihnna (60, Verse 12). The revelation of the

Holy Qur'an upon Holy Prophet Muhammad (PBUH) was completed in

about 23 years. As the Islamic society progressed and consolidated, its

reformation was carried out by Almighty Allah through periodic

revelations to address the emerging issues. One has. therefore, to go

through the entire Holy Qur'an to seek Divine commands about slander

and accusation, which is obviously not possible for an average Muslim

on account of time to apply his/Tier mind to seek guidance and

inspiration from the Holy Book. And, therefore, he is unable to

understand the real spirit and intent of the Divine revelations.

Recitation of the Holy Qur'an has its own virtue and docs carry sawab

(reward) but to understand its message and lead worldly and spiritual

life in accordance with its teachings is its real call. I have, therefore,

compiled this book for the average Muslims and other seekers of

guidance from the Qur'an, who cherish to lead their lives in accordance

with the Islamic values and Quranic teachings, but do not know how to

take advantage ofthe Di vine message.

I would certainly not claim that mine is the first and the only

book produced to assist the humanity in the fuller comprehension ofthe

teachings of Holy Qur'an. A lot of work has already been done in this

connection with deliberation on the different revealed subjects and

issues. Yet 1 would humbly say that the "Mazameen-i-Qur'an-i-Hakim"

has a distinction of being the first comprehensive effort on its own
merit. Efforts made so far in this connection by other researchers and

scholars were either too sketchy, incomplete or were very concise. In

this connection, I would refer to the great religious scholar Maulana
Abul Ala Maududi's famous book Tafheem al-Qur'an' which is in six

Volumes and at the end ofeach Volume there is an index of the subjects

covered by that particular volume. Although prepared with marvellous

devotion and hard work, yet it's basically just an index. Ifanyone wants

to seek Almighty Allah's decree about Zakat, he will have to search,

with the help of said index, the relevant verses from all over the book
and then read its translation. Not only that, the seeker of Quranic

15
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guidance on Zakat will have to scan all ofthe six Volumes and only then

he would be able to get an answer. Therefore, despite all its estimation,

it's obviously difficult to seek the Divine guidance on any particular

subject from Tafheem' without glancing over all its volumes. Another

scholar Ghulam Ahmed Pervez has also produced Qur'an's index in

three chapters, which too doesn't meet the intellectual and spiritual

quest of the common Muslim. I concede that all these books and their

indexes do have their significance and importance and their compilers

deserve appreciation for their hard work, yet I am convinced that these

books do not cater for the instinctive aspiration ofthe common Muslim

like me who is keen to learn and follow the Divine Book, but is unable

to do so due to pressures and rising engagements of life that makes it

difficult for him to dilate on the meanings and translation of the

Qur'anic teachings. There is no such hurdle in Subjects of Qur'an since

it has placed "Ayats* and their translation on a particular subject at one

place and easily accessible within one minute.

What are/is the Subjects of Qur'an? How is this book quite

distinct and much better in its form and manifestation than others?

What is the exact mode of deriving full benefit from this book? These

and other questions have been answered in the beginning of my book

under the title: ''What is Subjects of Qur'an". I would also urge the

readers to study my write-up on its Chronology as well as a 30-page

thesis/write-up on the Holy Qur'an's revelations. I have selected

800 subjects that cover all the needs of a common man. To avoid

repetition and to propound the essence of the teachings of the Holy

Qur'an, only key verses have, however, been given in full along with

their translation while references of other relevant verses are given in

the footnotes.

Ifmy humble effort will be helpful to the human beings in the

comprehension of the Holy Qur'an, I would deem it a great virtue for

me. Ifeven a single person will develop rapport with the Holy Qur'an, it

would hopefully lend support tomy forgiveness in the world hereafter. 1

pray to Almighty Allah to accept my effort and grant me courage and

determination to render more and continued service to the last revealed

book and the Prophet Muhammad (PBUH).I also pray that the spiritual

benefit of the publication of this work may accrue to my late father

Malik Ali Akbar and tomy late mother Sakina Begum. Ameen.

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WHAT IS SUBJECTS OF QUR AN?

In Subjects of Qur'an all the revelations and teachings of

Almighty Allah have been so classified under 800 comprehensive

topics as to assimilate all the 1 1 4 Surahs or 30 Paras ofthe Holy Qur'an

to facilitate an average seeker of the guidance from the Divine

revelation on any subject to easily understand and digest them. Anyone
in quest of Almighty Allah's direction and commands, for instance,

about human relations can do so instantaneously in less than a fraction

of a minute with the help of this book. He would find all the relevant

'Ayats' about human relations in front of him simply by turning to the

subject. He won't need to search the scattered
xAyat to human relations

across the Holy Qur'an. Thus I am confident that the reader would
certainly be enlightened with the Qur'anic teachings about human
relations. Such an easily intelligible and direct access to the Qur'anic

teachings, and that too in an instant manner, will certainly contribute

towards letting the common Muslims, as well as other seekers of the

teachings of Qur'an, understand the teachings of the Holy Qur'an in

their true form and follow the injunctions contained therein.

Almighty Allah has predilection for some 'subjects' such as

Tauheed (oneness ofGod), 'Risalat' (finality of prophethood), Akhirat

(Day of Judgement) and Jaza-o-Saza (Reward and Punishment).

Hundreds oVAyat ' exist in the Holy Qur'an on such subjects. Similarly,

there are scores ofidentical
%

Ayat ' on other important topics as well. The
idea behind this tautology and repetitiveness ofAyat on any particular

subject is to permeate some special message into the minds of the

Muslims. Evidently, it was not possible and not desirable as well, for me
to carry in Subjects of Qur'an all 'Ayat * on any particular subject. Had
it been done, the book would have become too voluminous, say of2000
pages or even more turning it unwieldy for the reader. I have made an

effort that the book should primarily be confined to 800/900 pages and

should in no way go beyond 1000 pages. The objective was to save the

reader from undue length ofthe book as well as to keep the price within

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his reach. It should not, however, be misconstrued that in doing so I

have left the Subjects ofQur'an incomplete in any manner whatsoever.

Certainly not. The book is complete and encompasses all of the

Qur'anic teachings. I have picked up five or six major
1

Ayatout of, for

instance, twelve or fifteen on any particular subject. The remaining

'Ayats* are included through references underneath so that the reader

may consult them ifhe so desires. I am sure the common tvluslifns will

be able to find answers to the questions which arise in his mind on any

issue. These Ayat will meet his requirement.

In addition to the inclusion of a few major and comparatively

more elaborate and easy-to-understand
x

Ayaf and besides giving

references to other relevant ones, the reader will also have the facility of

consulting the 'additional references' to other identical subjects under

the title of "Also See" For example: after putting 'Ayat and their

translation pertaining to the topic of trade as well as its relevant

references, issues such as usury, gift, weighing and measuring, have

been mentioned under the caption 'Also See". Though all these

subjects, three in number, are separate topics in the Holy Qur'an, yet

they have been mentioned at the end of the subject "trade" because of

their relevance to trade. It has been done so to facilitate the reader to

benefit from the Qur'anic 'Ayat comprehensively, ifhe so desires.

Translation ofAyat

1 have not confined myself to the selection oVAyaf pertaining

to these 682 subjects, but have also put their English translation along

with their text. The translation has been placed on one side of the page

with 'Ayat on the other so that the reader may be able to derive Divine

guidance after reading both the Ayat and their translation or even the

translation alone. 1 have not translated the Qur'anic 'Ayat myself but

have benefited from the New Revised Edition of translation rendered

by Abdullah Yusuf Ali. It is said, and rightly so, that there can be no

absolute and perfect translation of the Qur'an but translation rendered

by Abdullah Yusuf Ali, which is the most recognized and authentic

available English translation. Abdullah Yusuf Ali, born in Bombay,

India, committed the entire Qur'an to memory before anything else. He

was an outstanding scholar of Arabic and English. He excelled in

academic achievements and rose to an enviable position in Indian Civil

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Service. He visited many European countries and stayed for a

considerable long time in I ,ondon. He studied the Qur'an in European
as well as Eastern languages. He returned to India and settled in

Lahore, Pakistan, and began his monumental work of translating the
Qur'an.

Title ofsubjects

The subjects ofsome of the topics ofSubjects ofQur'an such
as Namaz, Zakat, Tauheed Hell, Heaven, etc, are reflected in the
relevant^//. If the title is Namaz, the word exists in every Ayat and its

translation. However, there are some subjects that are mentioned in the
Ayat only once and the word or words may not have been used in the
remaining Ayat. The reader may get perplexed that the subject under
discussion is referred to only in one Ayat and doesn't occur in any of the
remaining Ayat. Such a situation appears in topics whose title has been
derived out oftheir meanings. Please don't hurriedly form your opinion
about the suitability of the title or otherwise. On going through the
meanings of the Ayat concerned, you will come to the conclusion that
the written title was the appropriate one to highlight their collective

meaning.

Index of Subjects

As staled earlier, the Qur'anic teachings and injunctions have
been divided into 682 titles in Subjects ofQur'an and their list has been
included at the start of the book. The list of titles has been prepared in

alphabetical order so that the reader may have access to his desired
topic easily and quickly. Ft is, however, possible that the reader may or
may not find his desired subject under a given title, it's so because if a
subject has been included in the list of subjects under title of
Jahannam" (Hell) but reader is searching it under the title of'Dawzakh'
(Hell) and the reader doesn't find it in the list of subjects under alphabet
fD\ his frustration will be obvious. A solution has been provided on this

count in Subjects of Qur'an as well by providing two or three
synonyms of each topic in the list of subjects. For example, on the
subject of Family Planning, the Qur'anic Ayats have been referred to in

Subjects ofQur'an "murder of offspring" and the possibility is that the
reader may be searching it in the 'list of subjects' under the title of birth
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control, family planning or prevention of undesired pregnancy. What

has, therefore, been done is that all those titles that can occur in the

reader's mind on a particular subject, have been included. The title of

the issue is, of course, "Murder of offspring but other titles such as

birth control, family planning and prevention of undesired pregnancy,

have also been referred to under 'See Murder ofoffspring'. The purpose

of doing this is certainly to facilitate the reader to have access to the

subjects, topics and titles ofhis choice without any hassle.

The fundamental and vital features of Subjects of Qur'an have been

discussed in the above discourse. Whatever the book, it is before you. I

have not entered into any argument in the book on my own. What
Almighty Allah has revealed, I have aggregated it under different

subjects, topics and titles for the convenience of the readers.

Translation of the Ayat has also been provided. My only objective

behind this humble exercise was to facilitate the common Muslims and

other seekers of truth to understand the meanings of the Holy Qur'an

and seek guidance direct from Qur'anic teachings without any flawed or

jaundiced interpretation. That is the motive ofthe Holy Book itself.

It was my good luck that in the 1 970s by the grace ofAlmighty
Allah I served (he cause ofQuran in Nigeria. It so happened that I got
the Quran-i-Hakim translated into national language of Nigeria I.e.

Hausa for wider distribution. Then with the help of a welfare
organization 1 got bookshops opened in ihree major cities exclusively
meant for literature on Islam. I knocked at all possible doors to

And it is not lawful for them that

they should conceal that which

Allah hath created in their wombs
if they are believers in Allah and

the Last Day.

And they (women)
have rights similar to those (of

men) over them in kindness, and

men are a degree above them.

Divorce must be pronounced

twice and then (a women) must be

retained in honour or released in

kindness. And it is not lawful for

you that ye take from women
aught of that which ye have given

them; except (in the case) when
both fear that they may not be able

to keep within the limits (imposed

by) Allah. And ifye fear that they

may not be able to keep the limits

ofAllah, in that case it is no sin for

either of them if the women
ransom herself. These are the

limits (imposed by) Allah.

Transgress them not. For whoso
transgresseth Allah's limits, such

are wrong doers.

And if he hath divorced her

(the third time), then she is not

lawful unto him thereafter until

she hath wedded another husband.

Then if he (the other husband)
divorce her it is no sin for both of

them that they come together

again if they consider that they are

able to observe the limits ofAllah.

These are the limits of Allah. He
mani-
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fasteth them for people who have
knowledge.

When ye have divorced
women, and they have reached

their term, then retain them in

kindness or release them in

kindness. Retain them not to their

hurt so that ye transgress (the

limits). He who doth that hath

wronged his soul. Make not the

revelations of Allah a laugh-

ingstock (by your behaviour), but

remember Allah's grace upon you
and that which He hath revealed

unto you of the Scripture and of

wisdom, whcre-by He doth

exhort you. Observe your duty to

Allah and know that Allah is

Aware ofall things.

And when ye have divorced

women and they reach their term,

place not difficulties in the way of
their marrying their husbands if it

is agreed between them in

kindness. This is an admonition

for him among you who bclieveth

in Allah and the Last Day. That is

more virtuous for you, and
cleaner. Allah knoweth: ye know
not.
