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In the name of Allaah, the Most Merciful, the Bestower of Mercy 

Shaykh al-Uthaymeen ( ُرَحِمَهُ الل)
1 stated: As for the method of distributing (the Udheeyah) 

then Allaah (تعالى)
2 Says [“Then eat thereof and feed therewith the poor who have a very 

hard time.’’]3  

And He (سبحانه)
4 says [“eat thereof, and feed the beggar who does not ask (men), and the 

beggar who asks (men)”]5  

So the person eats from the Udheeyah, and gives some as charity to those poor and gives 

some as a gift to those rich as a means of bringing about love. This brings about three 

matters intended by the legislation in regards to the Udheeyah: 

Firstly: Enjoying in the blessing of Allaah by eating from it. 

Secondly: Hoping in the reward of Allaah and that is by giving charity from it. 

Thirdly: Brings love amongst the servants of Allaah by way of giving it as a gift. 

And this is from lofty intent of the legislation which is why some of the scholars prefer it to 

be thirds. A third to eat from, a third to give in charity and a third given as a gift.
