And then if you can’t, say 

to yourself, ‘Maybe he has an excuse I don’t know about.’’1  

 

Shaykh Abdur-Razzaq al-Badr said, ‘What a difference there is between someone who 

strives to find an excuse for his brother and someone who invents lies and fabrications
