said: ‘if one of you intends to go to his wife let him say: “In the Name of Allaah. O Allaah; 

keep Shaytaan away from us, and keep Shaytaan away from the one You have bestowed 

upon us.” Thus if it is decreed they should have a child from this encounter, Shaytaan will 

never be able to harm him.3

4: This question is very good. The questioner says: If a man is 

intimate with his wife while she is pregnant, should he make this Du’aa, or should he not 

make it because the child is already developing?  

We say, it is better if he makes this Du’aa. This is because Imaam Ahmad; (ِِاَلله مَهه  :said (رَح 

‘Verily intercourse augments the pregnancy, in the fetus’s hearing, sight, and strength. For 

this reason the Prophet (َِعَليَْه ِوَسَلَّم  :said (صَلَّىِاَللهِ

غيرهِزرعِماءهِيسقِفلاِالآخرِواليومِباللهِيؤمنِكانِمن  
‘Whoever believes in Allaah and the last day, let him not water what another man has 

sown.’5  

This hadeeth indicates the fetus benefits from the intercourse. So based upon this, he
